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 A retrospective, non-randomized, non-comparative, multi-centric real-world 

study included 4,858 type 2 diabetes mellitus (T2DM) patients (mean age of 

52.67 years) taking glimepiride and metformin fixed-dose combinations 

(FDCs).  

 Prescription analysis showed that glimepiride and metformin FDCs were the 

preferred choice for the management of diabetes across all the age groups. 

Further, glimepiride and metformin FDCs are suitable for early as well as 

long-standing diabetes. 

 Among the available strengths, glimepiride 2 mg + metformin 500 mg 

combination were most widely prescribed, followed by glimepiride 1 mg + 

metformin 500 mg.
