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 A total of 162 patients with asymptomatic heart failure (HF) after myocardial 

infarction (MI) were randomly divided into the observation group (atorvastatin, 

n=81) and the control group (routine symptomatic treatment, n=81). 

 The clinical curative effect, the level of related inflammatory cytokines, cardiac 

function index, and vascular endothelial function were compared between the 

two groups. 

 Atorvastatin group showed significantly greater results than those in the control 

group for tumour necrosis factor (TNFα), high-sensitivity C-reactive protein (hs-
