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 Patients having severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-

2) with comorbidity, such as hypertension suffer more severe infection with 

elevated mortality. 

 This study report that CCBs, a type of antihypertensive drug that is widely 

used in clinics, inhibited the post-entry replication events of SARS-CoV-2 in 

vitro. 

 A retrospective clinical investigation on hospitalized COVID-19 patients with 

hypertension as the only comorbidity revealed that the CCB amlodipine 

besylate therapy was associated with a decreased case fatality rate.
